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Abstract

The abstract should summarize the contents of the paper and should contain at least 80 and at most 200 words. It should be set in fully-justified Times 10-point font size at the top of the left-hand column below the author information. The title word “Abstract” should be in 12-point Times, boldface type, centered relative to the column, initially capitalized.
1. Introduction

Actually, the guidelines for MITA2012 Short papers are the same as those for MITA2012 Proceedings (Regular papers) except paper length and the number of references. In the below, some main guidelines are briefly described. As for the complete descriptions of the fonts, spacing, and related information to produce your short paper manuscripts and formatted as such, one should refer to ‘Author Guidelines for MITA2012 Proceedings’. 
2. Paper Preparation
All manuscripts must be in English. All text must be in a two-column format and fully justified. Each manuscript for the short paper is limited to a maximum length of 1 page including figures, tables, and references. As for type-style and font of short papers, Times Roman or Times New Roman may be used whenever Times is specified.  
2.1 Main Text
For the main text, please use fully justified 10-point Times type and single-line spacing. Italic type may be used to emphasize words in running text.
The first paragraph in each section should not be indented, but all following paragraphs within the section should be indented as these paragraphs demonstrate. Please do not place any additional blank lines between paragraphs.
2.2 Headings
Headings should be capitalized (i.e., nouns, verbs, and all other words except articles, prepositions, and conjunctions should be set with an initial capital) and should, with the exception of the title, be aligned to the left. The font sizes of Headings are given in Table 1.

Guidelines for figures, tables, and equations in short papers is the same as those in regular papers
3. Conclusions

The Conclusions section should be the last numbered section of the paper, followed by the Acknowledgements section (if applicable) and the reference list.
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4. References

List and number all bibliographical references in 9-point Times, single-spaced, at the end of your paper. The number of references for the short paper should not be more than 2.
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
